Anonymous, or blind, peer review by qualified scholars will determine the acceptability of submitted papers.  

Short Entries:

Short entries of 500 words or more use close focus to illuminate one very specific aspect of life in Bexar County.  Editors seek well-written and well-documented articles that explain the experience of San Antonians to students, visitors, scholars and researchers. Entries must focus on a specific topic. For instance, the Journal will reject an entry entitled “The River Walk” because the topic is too broad.  Editors require more limited subjects such as “Robert Hugman’s Early River Walk Drawings” or “The Politics of the 1968 River Walk Extension.”
