Old Spanish Trail Centennial Celebration Association

The Old Spanish Trail Centennial Celebration Association has arranged a self-guided tour of the Boerne Stage Road corridor of the OST for Sunday, June 10, 2007. You can drive, cycle or hike the 7-mile route. Red and yellow banded OST signs will be placed on utility poles or trees nearest the sites listed below from Sunday noon 'til dark. You may take the tour at your own pace, or join others at specific times during the afternoon. Historians, educators, elected officials and civic leaders have been invited to participate in discussions about the history of the area and future uses for the sites we will be viewing. 

The adventure listed below begins at the Leon Springs IH-10 exit 551 and proceeds west and north. It may also be followed in the other direction by entering Boerne Stage Road from IH-10 Scenic Loop exit nearer Boerne in Kendall County. 


OST100 hosts and hostesses will be moving from Leon Springs heading west. A number of interesting sites precede the first timed stop listed below. Every adventure has its challenges, and the first one is likely to be parking at the first timed stop, the old OST roadbed and low water crossing under the bridge over Leon Creek. This is located in the 25500 block near the intersection of Breeze Oak. Parking is safer just off the road before the "BREEZE OAK" sign. The Texas Historical Commission has listed a Native American archeological site along the creek. 

Our second timed stop will be to view the stone buildings at the Dos Cerros intersection. Parking is easier in the old OST roadbed on each side of Dos Cerros Dr. For the June 10th tour, permission has been granted to enter the grounds on Old Boerne Stage Road near the entrance to Boerne Stage Airport. Please respect the privacy of tenants as you quietly view and try to determine the past use of the sturdy stone structures. 

The final timed stop will be along the Balcones Creek in the OST roadside park. Again, parking is limited and the road winding and narrow, so great caution is needed. Park along the fence next to the "WATCH FOR WATER ON ROAD" sign by the gate to 29300. When viewing the site, please try to keep to the field near the creek. Altho' the cabin was built for the caretaker of the OST park, it is now privately owned. 

Car pooling is highly recommended. Those who would like to participate in all three of the timed stops should arrive in the "CAR POOL PARKING" lot at the southeast corner of IH-10 next to the "HISTORIC MARKER." at about 2:30pm and leave promptly by 2:45 to arrive at the Leon Creek Bridge before 3pm. We will insure you will be returned to your vehicle a little after 7pm following the visit to the OST Park.

The Texas Biographical Gazetteer—The Texas 200

The Texas Biographical Gazetteer—The Texas 200 indexes two hundred books with biographical sketches or biographical information on people with a Texas connection. The books were published between the early 1900s and 2004. While general titles are predominate, there are topical works in the arts, law, medicine, women, ethnic groups, and more.

Between 1985 and 1987 W. M. Morrison published a limited number of copies of his Biographical Gazetteer of Texas, indexing 194 books generally published in the late 1800s and early 1900s with biographical sketches of Texans.  The current work updates Mr. Morrison’s with selections from the collection of the Texana/Genealogy Department of the San Antonio Public Library.

This work will be useful in all schools and libraries where biographical information on Texans is needed.

A List and Description of Deserters from the United States Army During the Mexican American War, 1846-1848
The Mexican-American War, 1846-1848, is not well known to most people, but its consequences are many and felt even today. After the signing of the Treaty of Guadalupe Hidalgo, ending the war, the land area of the United States increased about 25 percent, while Mexico lost about one-half of its geographical area.

This publication has been extracted and reformatted from a list of U. S. (Regular) Army deserters found in the microfilm edition of The National Police Gazette. 
First issued 13 September 1845, The National Police Gazette featured a series of criminal biographies with the hope of  making it “impossible for them to ply their trades of swindling and thievery.”

The current publication is based on the microfilm edition produced by University Microfilms International.  It includes desertions listed from 25 April 1846—4 Sept. 1847, 28 Oct 1848 and 2 Nov. 1850.

1895 San Antonio Voter Registration List

The 1895 voter registration lists published here are only for the 1895 city election for the mayor, aldermen and a few city offices.  This was a hotly contested election between Bryan  Callaghan and Henry Elmendorf.  Callaghan was a larger-than-life, notorious politician with a political machine to rival those in New York or Chicago.

This volume is a reformatting of voter registration lists published in the San Antonio Daily Light from 2 January through 24 January 1895.  The total number of registered voters was 10,587.  The 1890 Federal Census gave the population of San Antonio as 37,673.

The lists were compared to the city directories of 1894, 1895-96, 1897 and 1897-98 for accuracy.  

One voter, Augustine Chavez, registered to vote on 10 January 1895, but had died (according to the city directory) before December 1894.  It is not known how he registered, or if and how he voted.
